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Boca Raton Museum of Art Presents Found and Folk Art For The Fall Season
. The main 5,000 square foot gallery is transported into new and yet again familiar surroundings with The World According to Federico Uribe, running through December 4. Also premiering is a veritable feast of more than 75 captivating works by self-taught artists with the exhibition, Outsider Visions: Self-Taught Southern Artists of the 20th Century, running through January 8, 2012. 
THE WORLD ACCORDING TO FEDERICO URIBE
Colombian conceptual artist Federico Uribe is known for his fascinating transformation of everyday objects into art. Uribe creates sculptures which are not sculpted but constructed and woven in all kinds of ways, curious and unpredictable, intricate and compulsive. Individual works and whole-room installations are made entirely out of common everyday objects like thousands of shoes, colored pencils and shoe laces. Born in Bogota, Colombia 1962, he lives and works in Miami. Uribe studied art at the University of Los Andes in Bogota and in 1988 left for New York to study under Luis Camnitzer, before moving to Miami. He has received international recognition with exhibits in New York City, Italy, Spain, Mexico and Germany. For the Museum, he will create a site specific walk-in environment filling its entire 5,000-square-foot main gallery.
Included in the exhibition will be works from Uribe’s 2008 Animal Farm, a huge installation containing a life-sized farmer family made of colored pencils, with flies hovering above, framed images on the walls, and a flocks of birds (fashioned with pliers) in flight across the “sky”. Several farm animals – creatures created from an assortment of objects, from clothes hangers to corks, pencils, sneaker soles, screwed-in pieces of wood and mop heads will also be included. Additionally, the exhibition will debut Uribe’s new work – several life-sized palm trees made from the spines and fanned pages of books, and gardens constructed of gardening tools.

Uribe’s art-making is a labor-intensive, repetitive and compulsive process which re-envisions how the world around us is perceived. Uribe introduces irony, humor, childhood memories and fantasy in his work, with a fresh association of materials and ideas. He transforms the objects of daily life into new objects that have different significance, appearance and texture. Once the viewer gets past the “wow” factor of the work, Federico Uribe’s world entices the viewer to physically experience and complete the work by interacting with it in a personal way. OUTSIDER VISIONS: Self-Taught Southern Artists of the 20th Century
Regarded as among the most intriguing areas within 20th-century art, the work of self-taught artists continues to elude categorization. Loosely characterized as work by artists without formal artistic training, the genre of self-taught art (sometimes called folk art or outsider art) covers a diverse array of artistic media, styles, and themes. The artists come from both rural and urban communities, and from a variety of ethnic and cultural backgrounds. Among their subject matter: politics, social commentary, UFOs, daily life, sex, and personal obsessions. 

This exhibition will present for the first time in South Florida, rare and fascinating works from the collection of Ted and Ann Oliver, who have spent more than 30 years studying, collecting, and writing about southern contemporary folk art. Often referred to as modern-day “folk artists,” outsider, visionary, self-taught, autodidact, vernacular are just a few of the most common labels placed upon these artists and their work. Outsider Visions will offer an authoritative and provocative view of a field about which there has been much recent excitement. The exhibition presents a selection of works by some of the key figures in the Outsider world including Minnie Adkins, Rudolph Bostic, Lisa Cain, Jerry Coker, Howard Finster, Alyne Harris, Lonnie Holley, Clementine Hunter, Sybil Gibson, S.L. Jones, Eric Legge, Charlie Lucas, R. A. Miller, Jeff Payne, Mary Proctor, Bernice Sims, Jimmy Lee Sudduth, Mose Tolliver, Myrtice West, Ruby Williams, Purvis Young, and others.
